Following the prayer and the pledge of allegiance a motion was made by Alderman Knott to approve the minutes of July 27, 2015.  Alderman Orr asked if the mobile food truck has turned in all his paperwork to city hall, and he has. Alderman Orr seconded the motion and it passed 5/0.

	FIRE DEPARTMENT – Chief Taylor and Asst. Chief Holmes were present. The Rescue truck has been repaired and they are working on training. They will have a crew at the School for Safety Day on September 11, 2015.

	POLICE DEPARTMENT  --  Asst. Chief Hill was present because the Chief’s father passed away. There was discussion on the 911 building. The council will gather information and discuss this at the next meeting. The Chief has quotes for a new Explorer or car and this was tabled until the next meeting. We will be having an auction of all the old equipment and vehicles.
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	911 – The director was not able to be at the meeting but she has two positions open for dispatchers. We will get these posted.

	UTILITY – The director was not present but the Mayor reported that the remote readers are being put in and all is going well.

	PLANNING COMMISSION -- Alderman Orr reported that all is well.

	CODES ENFORCEMENT -- Mr. Earl Geary discussed that we use the Building Codes and it defines who needs a permit. Alderman Knott mentioned that the Monteagle Tire & Auto was a mess and looks really bad. Mr. Geary knows of no violations that they are breaking but will check into this matter.

	ALDERMAN – Alderman Leonard discussed the Cooley’s Rift project. Mayor Rodman reported that the Job Fair was a success. She has been to several conferences this month. Tourism is #2 in the state for revenue. She discussed Dubose, South Cumberland community fund, getting playground equipment for Harton Park,  Mountain Homecoming and the GFOA Award we received for the second year in a row.
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	MICHELLE RUSSELL – Ms. Michelle Russell reported that Summerfest is over. She gave a cash prize at the Music in the park and the winner was Kacie Bozeman. She reported the Job Fair was great and discussed the upcoming events.
